MASTER‘S PROGRAM 
 
You are interested in a scholarship from SOS-Kinderdörfer weltweit (SOS-
Kinderdörfer) for your Master’s program. The application documents you need to 
enclose with your application are listed below. Please also check the general 
application criteria under “How to apply”. 
 

1. A copy of your Bachelor’s and/or Honours degree. 

2. Copies of all your transcripts from your Bachelor’s and/or Honours degree. 
o This is a document which lists all the grades which you got during your 

studies. 

3. Proof of at least 6 months of practical work experience in a field related to 
your field of study. 

o Practical work could be voluntary or paid work. 
4. An acceptance letter from a university in your country or abroad. 

o The letter has to indicate your chosen study program, the type 
of degree program, the name of the university, and the duration 
of the study program. 

o The letter must be an official letter from your chosen university. 
5. You have a fully completed Scholarship Verification Certificate from an SOS 

children’s villages coworker who can confirm that you have participated in an SOS 
program. 

o Please download the template “Scholarship Verification Certificate” and fill 
it out completely. 

6. A motivational letter which explains why you wish to study the specific 
program at that specific university and how this will contribute to your 
future career plans and goals. 

7. The filled-out Cost Spreadsheet. 
o Please download the template “Cost Spreadsheet” below and give 

answers to all questions. 
o The maximum amount a student can be supported with to cover all 

costs is the equivalent of 15.000 USD per year, but the 
disbursements for each year are subject to SOS-Kinderdörfer 
weltweit's income and the favorable decision of SOS-Kinderdörfer 
weltweit's Supervisory Board on SOS-Kinderdörfer weltweit's 
budget. 

8. An up-to-date resume or CV.
